Greensburg City Council
June 21, 2010
CITY HALL

Mayor Bob Dixson called the meeting to order at 6pm on June 21, 2010.  The Pledge of Allegiance was said and the invocation was given by Pastor Marvin George.  Council present:  Mark Trummel, Gary Goodheart, Matt Christenson, Erica Goodman, and Rex Butler.

Additions/Deletions to Agenda
There were no additions or deletions to the Agenda.  Councilman Trummel made a motion to approve the agenda as presented.  Councilman Goodheart seconded.  Motion passed 5-0.

Mayor/Council Reports
Mayor Dixson voiced his appreciation to Mick Kendall, Mike Hayes and their crews for keeping up with all of the watering and mowing.

Administrator Report
Administrator Steve Hewitt informed the Council that McCown Gordon had a bid opening for the Big Well on Thursday.  He expects a report from them at the end of the week.  Hewitt attended a meeting with USDA and BNIM on Thursday.  The bond, grant, and lease for the Big Well will take a few more weeks, but the project can move forward once we know what the budget is, depending on bids.
	
Consent Agenda
Councilwoman Goodman pointed out two instances in the June 7, 2010 minutes where “Councilwoman” needed to replace “Councilman” prior to her name.  Councilman Butler questioned the cost of having Shred-It do all the shredding for the City as opposed to doing it ourselves and taking the paper to the county recycle.  It was pointed out that the County and the School both contract to the same company.  Councilman Trummel made a motion to approve the Consent Agenda with the two corrections to the minutes mentioned by Councilwoman Goodman.  Councilman Christenson seconded the motion and it passed 5-0.

Discussion/Business Items
Water System Assessment Draft Report
Jim Martin, PEC, presented the Water System Assessment to the Council.  Four plans of action for the City’s water system were presented and discussed (1. no action; 2. blending water treatment plant; 3. ion exchange water treatment plant; 4. reverse osmosis water treatment plan).  The Council considered factors such as nitrate levels in City wells increasing while State regulations continue to lower the allowable levels; the unknown factor of if and when a well will experience a sudden increase in nitrates that would cause it to need to be shut down; and water rights.  Staff confirmed that the current wells that are operational can handle the current demand, but if a well goes down and puts pressure on another well, causing it to go down, the City would be in a difficult situation.  Mayor Dixson stated that for growth, recruitment, and quality of life the Council needs to review the issue for future generations.

Council Retreat July 1st
Administrator Hewitt recommended that the Council hold their requested work session retreat on July 1st at the incubator.  Joe Palacioz would be available to facilitate the retreat with no cost to the City.  Councilman Butler made a motion to hold a Council Retreat on July 1st from 4-8 pm at the Business Incubator.  Councilman Trummel seconded the motion and it passed 5-0.

Council Set Public Hearing for Allegiance Franchise July 19
Administrator Hewitt informed the Council that is was time for their required public hearing for the Allegiance Franchise.  Hewitt requested that the Council call a public hearing to be held at their regular July 19th meeting.  Councilman Christenson made a motion, seconded by Councilman Goodheart, to call a public hearing on July 19, 2010 at 6 pm for the purpose of reviewing the franchise and performance of Allegiance Communications.  Motion passed 5-0.

Approval to Purchase Tractor and Mower
Administrator Hewitt presented the Council with bids from both BTI and Greensburg Farm Supply for the purchase of a tractor and mower.  Hewitt withdrew his request from the previous meeting to purchase an iron mower and requested a tractor, aerator, and flex grooming mower.  Councilman Trummel made a motion to accept the lower bid from BTI.  The motion was seconded by Councilman Christenson.  Motion passed 5-0.

Administrator Hewitt informed the Council that their next regularly scheduled meeting was on a holiday and would be moved to July 6th at 6:00 pm.  The newspaper will be notified.

City Attorney Report
There was no report.

Public Comment
There were no comments from the public present.

Executive Session
Councilman Trummel made a motion to go into executive session for attorney/client privilege until 7:55 pm.   Councilman Goodheart seconded, and the motion passed 5-0.

Councilman Trummel made a motion to return to open session at 7:55 pm.  Councilman Goodheart seconded, and the motion passed 5-0.

Mayor Dixson declared the meeting adjourned at 7:55 pm.
